Go through the first intersection, past Cabell Huntington Hospital (on your right-hand side), and 
proceed under the railroad track to Marshall University (on the right-hand side). Turn left on Fourth 
Avenue. Follow Fourth Avenue to 11th Street. RCBI is on the corner of Fourth Avenue and 11th 
Street.  Garage is attached to the building right past the entrance. 

From WV SR 2, follow Route 2, which turns into 3rd Avenue after crossing the Guyandotte River, 
into Huntington to 11th Street.  Turn left onto 11th Street then right onto 4th Avenue.  Garage is 
attached to the building right past the entrance.

PIPE SUPPLY AND FABRICATION, APRIL DINNER PROGRAM S UMMARY 

The Scioto Valley Section’s April 28 dinner program and tour in Jackson began at Iron City Pipe & 
Supply and wrapped up in the Geiger Brothers piping and structural steel fabrication shops. 

Following registration and networking, section members and guests toured and heard about the 
quality aspects of pipe, valve and fitting (PVF) distribution at Iron City.  Following dinner, the second 
part of the program was a tour of the fabrication shops at Geiger Brothers, where company 
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president Scott Massie and vice president Erik Massie talked about piping-based receipt and 
welding inspection, and a demonstration of submerged arc pipe welding.
